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SLHF NEWS

m AGM The Forum’s 2025 AGM was held on Monday 27 October by Zoom video conference.

The meeting heard details of the Forum’s activities over the year and that the accounts recorded a £5,163
surplus, which compares favourably to the £3,981 deficit reported the previous year. However, most of the
surplus is the result of an error by HMRC who paid the Gift Aid claim twice! HMRC’s procedures have
prevented the additional money (£5,070) from being returned, instead they have advised that the Forum
should retain the funds to be offset against future Gift Aid claims. Even excluding this overpayment, the
Forum’s finances remain healthy. The Trustees felt that no change in membership subscription rates was
required, and the meeting endorsed their recommendation to maintain the current subscription rates for the
membership year 2026-27.

With Andrew Jones stepping down as a trustee and Hon Secretary, there were eight Trustees standing for
re-election and four new nominations. Therefore, 12 (the maximum number permitted by the Forum’s
Constitution) Trustees/Office Bearers were elected: Steve Connelly (Hon Chair), Jan Bateman (Hon
Treasurer), Linda Riddell (Hon Secretary), Don Martin, Alison Rosie, Bill Diack, Phil Back, Claire Taylor, Julia
MacDonald, Caitlin Cameron-Ramsay and Jan Polley.

Eight existing AC members had accepted nomination for re-election, Patrick Hart from the National Library
of Scotland did not but suggested his colleague Suzanna Beaupre as a replacement. With this amendment,
Murray Cook, lan Shearer, lan Copland, Sandra Purves, lain Duffus, Derrick Johnstone, Lucy Dean, David
Oswald, Eleni Koumpouzi and Suzanna Beaupre were duly elected.

In accordance with the Forum’s constitution the post of Honorary President also fell to be re-elected at this
year's AGM (it’s a five-year appointment). Prof Chris Whatley consented to continue in this role for a further
period and was duly re-elected. Full Minutes of the meeting, along with the Report and Accounts, will be
available on the website in due course.
